Whether she is parficipating
as a teacher, quilter, author, publisher, manufacturer, designer, consultant, judge or quilt
collector, her enthusiasm for and love of quilting is always evident. Since 1995 the Michells have
manufactured the From Marti Michell line of acrylic templates and specialty rulers for rotary
cutting. The 2004 Silver Star is a prestigious “lifetime achievement” award. In 1991 she also
received the first Michael Kile award given for commitment to creativity and excellence in the
quilting industry. Marti lives in Atlanta, GA, but was born and raised in lowa. She received a B.S. in
Textiles and Clothing and Home Ec Journalism from lowa State University.

At latest count, over 1.5 million books authored by Marti have been sold. Likewise, you
undoubtedly have fabric, patterns or tools that she has designed in your collected sewing
materials.

One of Tamara's quilts
was featured as the cover picture for RikstGcket's 2009 calendar. In the spring of 2010 one of
Tamara'’s quilts will be featured in an exhibit celebrating Florida's native flora and fauna at the
Florida Museum of Natural History.

Tamara loves to make quilts and to pass her knowledge and love of quilting on to others through
teaching. One of her philosophies as a teacher is to make patterns which are easy to produce
fantastic results with. She enjoys the challenge of helping individual students to get the results they
desire, and encourages each student to produce a unique piece depending on the fabrics they
choose.
